Dear Citizen's:

As many of you may have read recently. a barge
filled with dredge spoils was anchored off South Amboy
at the Spectraserve property

Through my efforts and the monitoring operation
of the South Amboy Police Department. | am pleased
to report that this matter has been resolved in the City's
tavor.

When the presence of this barge was first re-
ported, my otfice immediately notitied the proper fed-
eral and state agencies and county officials of this
situation. Officials of the New Jersey Department of
Environmental Protection and Energy. the County Envi-
ronmental Staft and the Army Corps of Engineers re-
sponded immediately to stop the off loading of the
dredge materials pending testing of the same.

The Army Corps of Engineers issued a Cease
and Desist Order on August 27,1993 and the New
Jersey Department of Environmental Protection and
Energy i1ssued an Order to remove the dredge matenal
that had been deposited behind Spectraserve's bulk-
head prior to the issuance of the Cease and Desist
Order.

Testing has been completed and it has been
finally determined by the New jersey Department of
Environmental Protection and Energy that all dredge
material depostted must be removed mmediately and
no further dredge material may be deposited from the
barge onto Spectraserve property.

Spectraserve complied with the removal order on
September 15th.

The N.J. Department of Environmental Protection
and Energy will determine the ultimate destination of

these dredge materals but through my efforts, these
meterials Wil nol be ptaced anywhere n, or around,

South Amboy.

In closing, | want to take this opporiunity to wish
Councilwoman Claire Reilly a speedy recovery from
