Part of the accent of his reviUih/ation plan has been
the proposed location • »!' a new community school. ;m
innovative concept thai wi l l he a local leader in ihe
education field, Voters overwhelmingly approved the
concept in an election earlier this year which incoqio-
rales a community youm center and library with ihe badly
needed middle and tugh vhoc l .

Education is more than |ust bonk learning and
classrooms' the Mayor said, and thil's why the concept
of a community school is so exciting. Kids will look at the
complex as more ihan a place for homework assign-
ments and blackboards; -they'll also look towards il as a
place to go lor fun and social activities."

The library being par' of the overall complex is an
irony that shouldn't be overlooked either. Mr. Ol.cary
said. Il will teplaee the current library, which is one o\
the oldest in the Stale. Isn't that something" the Mayor
mused. Going from one o( the oldest in the Stale to a
Mate-vif-the-art facility."
