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Mayor Discloses Waterfront
Redevelopment Plans

Plan to create 4,000 permanent jobs

A S.W million project, already six years in the
making, was unveiled lasl Thursday ;ti ihc South Amboy
Boal Club by Mayor John T. O't.eary. Tlie mayor said lliat
with Ihc funding from government agencies, both state
and federal, from ihe private sector, if uas a (nre public/
private partnership.

The project encompasses the entire 4X5 acre tract
the waterfront that rests along ihe Raritan Bay. It would
include residential and recreational areas as well as a
manufacturing section and a transportation huh. The
project is expected to take seven years to build. The
community school and county park would also be a part ot
the redevelopment plan. The park will have provisions tor
a wildlife preserve, a 300-slip manna, a fishing pier, lighted
ballfields and tennis courts, paved walkways and will
include a part of the Morgan section of Sayreville. li will
be run by the county. Although construction dales have
not been set. work on the first phase of ihe park is expected
to begin mid-l^M and would include the huildmg of the
marina.

The planned transportation area would combine
trains, buses and ferries in a central location for commut-
ers to New York City and Norih Jersey. Mayor O'Leary
said that New Jersey Transit is committed to making
improvement* M> its railroad K(aiioi). South Amboy will
provide a 2,000 car commuter parking lot and deck as part
of the station revenovation plans.

Edward J. Slominski, Corporate Manager o\ Eco-
nomic Development for JCP&L. said thai the company
has plans to update the existing 64-year old generating
station in South Amhoy. This would U- needed to supply
the new companies coming into South Amboy with the
power they would require.

O'Leary said there are three companies that have
expressed interest in locating into South Amboy. Among
them is Marine Spill Response Corporation, a federal
emergency oil response company. They have been nego-
tiating with the state Economic Development Authority
tor their 8O.(XK) square foot facility. The authority has
earmarked $90,<XK) m assistance lor thai to happen. The
EDA has also given the city a $6 million loan at 1.57c to help
build the new school complex.

Originally the plans called for a major portion of the
project to be strictly a residential area. However, the
mayor said "residential development is a shot-term fix to
the problems" and that it doesn't really off-set the prob-
lems. There are plans for 470 new housing units, which
would make up approximately five percent of the project.
The inclusion of the corporations into the project was two-
fold; to produce more raiables for the city, and to provide
more jobs to the city's residents.

Governmental officials will scrutinize South Amboy's
revitalization plans and hope it will be a model for other
towns in the area to follow. Slate Scnaior-elect, James E.
McGreevey said the project could serve as a blueprint for
the rest of the state.

Boro Council Approves
Funds For Temple Suit

Settlement apparently in works

The Sayreville Council has passed a resolution that
would raise the cap for legal expenses of the four Plan-
ning Board members that rejected the plans to turn the
Parlin YMCA into a Hindu temple.

The cap was increased to S 1^.000 per member, up
from the original $3,000 per person. This amount will
cover the legal expenses incurred through mid-October
and the council will appropriate more money as neces-
sary.

The council also approved an emergency appro-
priation oi SI00,000 because there was not enough
money in the budget. This appropriation covers the
litigation costs against the borough.

Closed door negotiations are taking place between
the borough and the Asian Indian trust, Shri Bhakti Nidhi,
that brought a federal lawsuit against the borough and
four of its Planning Board members. The lawsuit alleges
racial and religious discrimination because the group
warned to convert the Parlin YMCA into a Hindu temple.

Officials close to the case have said mediation has
taken place for some time now and because of this,
motions that would have ended the lawsuit, were post-
poned. A hearing is set for December 13th.

The Shri Bhakti Nidhi trust was in favor of the
mediation in order to avoid a prolonged trial.

The Planning Board vote this past May was 4 to 4
and did not include several members because they were
not present.

TKR Refuses Free
Service to Senior Center

Sayreville Senior Citizens Cenler officials were
expecting free cable service for the center beginning this
month. TKR officials disagreed that there was an accord,
that had been reached between the two parties. In fact,
the cable company said the facility didn't qualify because
of state guidelines and company policies.

The center is classified by the cable company as a
commercial account . The borough currently pays TKR
$66 monthly for two outlets at the location. The cable
company said they would bill the facility at a reduced rate
rather than provide free service.

Under the new agreement, the Senior Center would
be labeled a "civic account". Officials from the Senior
Center said that schools and libraries are considered
"civic accounts" and that their cable service from TKR
is at no charge.

The reduced rate would be about $17 monthly.

City Budget Hearing
Pushed Back

South Amboy officials postponed hearings on the
1994 city budget until December 14th. The city has yet
to be notified by the state as to the amount oi funding it can
expect. Although the budget is S3million more than the
previous years', there is no anticipated tax increase to
South Amboy residents. The current budget includes
S4million oi' Municipal Revitalization funds.

Should the city not receive all the Municipal Revi-
tali/ation aid, there is still no expected tax increases
because there a new tine items that can be cut from the
budget.
