New Cop Legislation
Introduced by Mikulak

Assemblymuan Steve Mikubak mtroduced legisla-
ton that would give local police depariments some mea-
sure of protection against the thoesands of frivolous law
suits iled agaimst them every year.

The has been referred o the Assembly Judiciary
Committee for consideration, would allow municipalities
to recover the cost of defending police agiinst civil suits
filed by criminals who use the wction as a bargaming chip.

“Typrcally, a defendant will contrive 4 civil charge
agdinst police just 1o hargain down the crininal charges
dagainst himself)” satd Mikulak,  "I0s o form of plea-
bargaining that gives crimunals leverage against police
that use to minimize their exposure 1o the penalties of the
law.”

“The result. of course, is that municipalitics have 10
spend tens of thousands of doflars defending police against
frivolous Taw suits.” continued Mikulik.  "However, the
law does not pernnt municipalines to recover the costs
when ajudge throws out o suit because 1t s frivolous,”

Mikulak pomnted out gecording to the law, munici-
paliies must pay to defeed police officers agamst civil
action. He sad, for example, that the Woodbridge Town-
ship Police Department has piled up $250,000 in legal fees
in the ast two years - largely due to these lawsuits.

Mikulak said the huge cost to municipalities of
defending the police ofticers was brought to his attention
by Woodbridge Councilman Vincent Martino.

“The most common scenario 18 that a criminal
defendant alleges potice brutality i = civil lawsuit in urdes
to encourage the municipality to lower the charges against
him and under current law, they have nothing to lose by
initkiting the action against the pohce.”

“This il would expose a criminal defendant 1o the
tull fegatl costs incurred by the pelice department as a
result of this Tawsuit. In other words, he would be less
[ikely to tile wsuit against police which he knows is without
merit.

Assemblyman Mikulak said the bill would ultimately
save local taxpayers money by discouraging unneces-
sary lawsuits and municipahties would have the neces-
sary  ools 1o recover the court costs these Tawsuils bring
un.

“The local property taxpayers are lett holding the
bag when a criminal gets away with filing @ frivolous
fawsuit,” said Mikuluk. “Not only will this bill free up the
courts and free the police o do their jobs, it will free up
the tens of thousands of dollars that municipalitics must
now spend in order to detend themselves,” he ended.
