Officer Vinceni Brock, a twelve year veteran ol the
force, was responding to ihc call when his police car
crashed and he was killed. Whai mighi have staried out
to be a joke ended in tragedy. Not only was Officer Brock
a very respected cop. he was loving son and hrother, a
devoted husband and a caring lather to his three young
children.

But a prank call instantly changed all ihai.

The great tragedy ol his death is why he had 10 die

at all.
While Bergen County Authorities have captured

and charged the two men, ihe charges only carry a
maximum senienee ot1 only IS months in tail For the
death of a police officer, these pranksters will only sjvnti
up to 1X months hehind hars.
