School funding is fhe catch phrase used lor the
complex way government botli state and local, ad-
dresses fairly educating our children No one can
honestly deny that it is a real thorny issue It is such a
difficult issue the Supremo Court, the Legislature and
three Governors have been kept very busy, on and off,
for nearly two decades trying to address it And after all
of the time all of the eff«jri, the money and careful thought
that has been put into the mix tins state is still faced with
a "school funding" problem

The Strife Supreme Court will once again begin to
address this issue when il hears oral argument on
March 28 V.i'iA in the matter of Aj/bjOll y. BufKe The
Educational Funding RoviewCommission (the "EFRC")
has been looking at Ihis issue since early last year Can
if be solved7

The root of this "school funding" problem dales
back at least twenty years and perhaps oven more In
1973 The New Jersey Supreme Court deciderJ that the
then existing method of funding public education in New
Jersey violated the State Constitution's mandate that
each child in this state receive a thorough rind efficient
education At that time the Supreme Court said that the
ultimate responsibility tor providing a thorough and
etiicient education was th« state's And that \\\a state
could delegate that responsibility to local governments.
but in so doing the state must make- sure that the children
in each local school district receive- a thorough and
efficient education Since that time, the Legislature, the
Governor and the Courts have proposed plans, corn
prised on plans, and thrown out plans And still, the issue
has not been resolved completely

The EFRC is preparing to release a recommen-
dation that many hope will be both fair and practical I
hope so, because as I see it the people of the State
deserve to have something to show tor more thai i twenty
years of effort But while I am hopeful, I also have my
doubts

Local school districts vary greatly, and not just by
property tax ratablos Districts with older buildings will
have to spend more? per pupil just to keep their physical
plant operating Oiher districts may not have similar
problems Sotne districts may have ;t greater inci-
dence of crime than others, and therefore must spend
more for security measures These examples, and
there are many more, concern me because a "founda-
tion" level of spending may not adequately address all
of the unique circumstances of each district And how
can a "foundation " level really be lair when one district
must spend more for an item than another district''

As I see it, the real measure of a thorough and
efficient education is the end product A child wilh a
diploma who can function well in today's society The
question still remains, how do you got there from here''

Every child in this state deserves a thorough and
efficient education And that requires uniformity But
every child in this state is unique And that requires
individual attention Can thuse Iwo concepts really bo
reconciled in a fair and practical funding formula''1 Or
have we been (.basing a rainbow all these years7

Vi'tA edition Ms Royce was criticizing John Wtsniewskt
lor voicing his opposition to legislation introduced by
Assemblyman Mikulak The legislation is intended to
allow a municipality to recover Attorneys fees and
costs when a person frivolously sued a police officers
The reason Mr Wisniewski opposed the legislation
was that the state's present Frivolous Lawsuit law al-
ready provided this remedy

As an attorney who has represented several
municipalities, I think I can speak with some authority
when I say Mr Wisniewski is correct While I feel there
can be more done to help our towns control costs,
Assemblyman Mikulak's legislation does very little to
deal with the complaints against police officers

What I find to be even more disturbing are the
statements Ms Royce makes in her letter It is this type
of "ad now and deal with the real problem later" attitude
that has cause politicians like Assemblyman Mikulak to
introduce uselov, legislation in the hopes he will he
perceived as doing something This is a very danger-
ous trend It is dangerous not only because the prob-
lems are allowed to worsen but because these hastily
written, poorly planned bills often hurt the law abiding
cili/ons more than Hie criminals

Assemblyman Mikulak should know that the light
to sue employees of the stale or local governments is
guaranteed hy federal law Assemblyman Mikulak
should also know that a criminal who has been arrested
and files a lawsuit against a police officer in order to
pressure the prosecutor to plea bargain the case is not
worried about having to pay attorneys fees The
criminal's only concern is to get out ol |ail as soon as
possible It is up to the prosecutor to make sure that the
pressure ladies don't work

Ms Royce Itooamirnpatiorit I am tired of elected
officials who would rathe; grab a headline Shan deal wilh
the re.il problems I would rather see Assemblyman
Mikulak sperid moie time working on real solutions than
wasting tune on worthless self serving legislation Un-
