Mikulak Legislation
Approved by Assembly
Legislation thai would prohibit clinic;:) laboratories

and physicians troni collecting lees fur services not actu-
ally rendered w;ts approved hy the state General Assem-
bly.

The bill, sponsored hy Assemblyman Steve Mikulak.
R-Mtddlesex and Nicholas Felice, R-Bergen, would ban
labs anil doctors from charging insurers and patients for
services they didn't really perform.

This legislation would prohibit clinical laboratories
and physicians from imposing what are generally called
mark-up charges for clinical laboratory services that are
not actually rendered hy the laboratory or physician,
explained Fcl'ce.

This legislation has never been more important,
care costs in the state are increasing at a rate which makes
it difficult to afford even the most basic health care cover-
age, " said Felice.

Mikulak agreed, saying the bill addresses the prob-
lem of cost in one specific way by preventing a healthcare
provider from increasing the price of a laboratory service
when that provider performs no actual service. He pointed
out that the bill does not prohibit a reasonable drawing and
processing fee for laboratory specimens prepared in the
clinical laboratory or in the office of a physician.

"There have been several articles recently in the
New Jersey press referencing 'mark-up abuses of this
type." said Mikulak. With a major pan of the national
health care reform initiative focused on cost containment,
this bill IN both reasonable and timely."

Patients find the healthcare system frustrating
enough without having to pay for services which they did
not receive,' continued Mikulak. Tins legislation will
ensure that patients and insurers are paying for what they
get -- period. This is the kind of common-sense measure
that people h.ive in mind when the> say they want reform.

T!ie bill. A-372. was approved by a 76-0 vote and
now heads lor the Senate for consideration.
