Letter to tk Citizens
Dear Citizens:

I want to take this opportunity to give you my
impressions of the Fiscal year 1995 (7.-' 1/94 to 6/30/95)
State Budget formally presented by Governor Chi istine
Todd Whitman on March 14, 1994

With this Budget, Governor Whitman wants our
state's municipalities to provide more services with
less money than the State provided to our towns and
communities last year

Having served as Mayor for seven years. I can tell
you that at least as far as the City of South Amboy is
concerned, we have already made numerous strides in
reducing the cost of City government wherever and
whenever possible, to keep taxes down As always, I
will continue to explore possible cost savings that will
not affect the provision of City services our residents
need and deserve.

Governor Whitman's generalized assumption that
there is fat on the fiscal bones of our State's municipal
governments is inaccurate and misrepresentative, as
most generalized assumptions are Her suggestion
that savings in municipal government operations can
offset significant reductions in State Property Tax Relief
Funding is simply not realistic

As our State Senator Jim McGreevey recently
pointed out, Governor Whitman's budget policy is based
on the state abandoning its responsibility to help levelize
property taxes

Governor Whitman has apparently forgotten that
portions of our State Income Tax are dedicated to local
property lax relief. Her proposal to continue to reduce
the income tax shifts the tax burden on to the property tax

The State Income Tax is a fairer tax than the
property tax With the income tax, those who earn more
pay more With the sales tax. those who buy more, pay
more

But for our senior citizens struggling to keep their
homes on a fixed income, and for our working class
families struggling to pay their mortgages, there is no
escape from the property tax

It is the wealthy who benefit most by reducing the
State Income tax, not those on fixed incomes and nol our
working class people

So, i would urge all of you to contact our Governor
to express your dismay and opposition to her proposed
State Budget and urge her to restore funding to the fiscal
year 1995 State Budget for municipal property tax relief.

I also would urge you to contact our Legislators
and express your support for our State Senator Jim
McGreevey's proposed legislation that will hold our
State's municipalities and school district harmless with
regard to Property Tax Relief Funding they should
receive from the Fiscal Year 1995 State Budget
