Dear Citizens:
As the discussion of Governor Whitman's Fiscal

Year 1995 State Budget continues in Trenton, details
are emerging concerning the amount of money in-
cluded for local property tax relief

Three details are of grave concern to all of our
state's local property taxpayers

On numerous occasion Governor Whitman has
stated her plan to reduce our State Income Tax (which
is constitutionally dedicated to local property tax relief)
will not cause local property taxes to rise

However, in her Fiscal Year 95 State Budget the
Governor avoids identifying the revenue shortfall for
local property tax relief funding caused by the reduction
in the State Income Tax by counting $685 million in utility
taxes in her inventory of local property tax relief pro-
grams.

In fact, utility taxes have never been counted as
local property tax relief funding aid in the past This
means there is actually a $685 million dollar reduction
of revenue in the State Budget for local property tax
relief.

Even more alarming is the Governors proposed
"restructuring" of the State Pension Fund. Municipalities
make payments to the State Pension Fund to fund
municipal employee pension costs This "restructur-
ing" of pension fund costs by the Governor will trade
present day savings for significantly higher future costs.

This maneuver by the Governor is nothing more
than borrowing from the future to pay present day costs.

It is becoming increasingly clear the Governor's
Fiscal year 1995 Budget policy conflicts with her state-
ments that State Aid for local property tax relief will not
be reduced.

Our State Senator Jim McGreevey has introduced
legislation entitled "Property Tax relief & Reform Act".
This legislation will protect state aid to municipalities
and school districts in future years.

I would urge you to contact the Governor's office
