Utter to tk Citizens
Dear Citizens:

The City Council has taken very seriously ils re-
sponsibilities regarding the review of the defeated
school budget for the South Amboy Board of Education

In orderto determine the amount of funding neces-
sary for the Board to provide a thorough and efficient
education, the Council hired an accounting/auditing firm
with expertise in analyzing and auditing school bud-
gets, to analyze the school budget and report the find-
ings to City Council

Throughout its review, the Council was very care-
ful to scrutinize areas which do not impact students of
South Amboy The reductions proposed by our ac-
counting firm do not afiect any teaching positions or staff
and no reductions are necessary in education pro-
grams, athletic programs, or extra-curricular programs

The Council is committed to reducing costs with-
out reducing the quality of education

To achieve this, the areas of the defeated school
budget recommended for reduction are in utilities, insur-
ance, supplies and similar overhead accounts which
were found to include funds far in excess of what had
been spent in prior years, without any significant in-
crease in enrollment to justify these increased costs

In addition, it was found that the Board of Education
had severely underestimated the balance of surplus
funds they could have utilized in the Fiscal Year 1995
budget to reduce the tax burden The Council recom-
mended the Board of Education use an additional
$160,000.00 in surplus funds which will still leave the
schools with a substantial surplus balance

The claims of the Board of Education that the
Council's reduction of their budget will mean cuts in staff
and programs are false

The City Council made sensible reductions in
budget line items and require the Board of Education to
anticipate more surplus funding to reduce the tax bur-
den for our citizens which will not impact our students.

I am grateful to our City Council for their diligent
work and believe our citizens should be also

Hospital Fights
Breast Cancer

One in nine women will learn tti.it they have breast
cancer this year. South Amboy Memorial Hospital has
joined the fight against breast cancer with a mission io
decrease these statistics through community education
and special mammography programs.

mammograms are x-rays ol the breast which e.m
detect breast cancer even before a lump is fell. Studies
show lhat early screening by a mammogram can detect
breast cancer up to two years before they can be found
with A physical examination.

Women over n<) are at the greatest risk for develop-
ing breast cancer yet, they are the least likely to get a
mammogram.

Mammograms are essential for women who expe-
rience ahnoralities of the breast such as a lump in the breast
or armpit; discharge from the nipple; thickening in the
breast; puckering or dimpling of the breast; flaky or abnor-
mal skin on the breast.

Healthy women over the age of 35 who show no
signs of breast cancer should have a "baseline"
mammogram to be used to compare with future
mammography screenings.

Mammograms are recommeded every 1-2 years for
women ages 40-44 and every year after age 50.
