I hat which wo call a rose by any other name
would smell |ust as sweet " So wroto William
Shakespeare nearly four hundred yoars aqo Unfortu-
nately, Shakespeare was not commonting on public
discourse Because In reality, what wo call something
makes all the difference in the world For example, ii a
politician proposes a new "tax," ho or she doesn't get
reeleded If that same [>oli1ieian calls it a "user fee" and
announces that ho or she wants to make cjovemtrmnt
more efficient that politician is widely acclaimed Bettor
still, a politician should say he or sho will cut taxos

There are countless examples and tho specific
labels probably are not that important What is impor
tant is the disturbing trend that such labels seem to cut
through and terminate any rational discourse on tho
subject For example if I were to discuss the need lor
taxes, the first knee jerk reaction probably would be that
I am a "tax and spend" Democrat Notwithstanding the
fact that the label is inaccurate because I have never
hiid the opportunity to either tax or spend in that context
the truth is that anyone in public office is a tax and
spend" something Being in office involves spending
money, and that public money doesn't grow on trees
That is unless members of the other political persua-
sions have found a method of raising public funds that
does not involve taxing someone

It is a simple lad of life tft.it the money our local,
county, state and federal governments spend must
corny from someone Of course no one wants to be
taxed No one wants to go in the dentist either But the
sad truth is that both an- necessary to accomplish some
good But when the subject of "taxes" comes up in a
public discussion on an issue many people slop listen
ing because they've heard some label used Worse
still, some public discourse that should take place just
doesn't happen because clever politicians know belter
that to got involved in thai typo of dialogue*

Government at all levels are suppose to do those
things that people collectively probably could not do
evenly, fairly and impartially Things like provide tire
and police protection, or establish and maintain a sys-
tem of primary and secondary education The list could
go on But when a person in or who aspires to public
ottico talks about any ot those roles that government
serves, or tho services that it provides that person must
do so with one hand lied behind his or her back Thai
person can't talk about taxes unless that person calls
thorn something ulso or better still says lint they will cut
taxos And that is just not a practical way to govern or a
practical litmus test to choose our leaders on It's like

Disease Full staffing of these special needs units must
t>« a priority Additionally, with the economic situation
moving at a modest pace, we face the growing problem
of hornfiless veterans without a means to provide for
themselvos

The Menlo Park Home, which was opened 62
years ago, is in need of constant repairs because of its
age, there is much obsolescence, and the repeated
patching of antiquated systems is costly It is obvious to
all that replacement of existing facilities would be most
cost effective

Most shamelul is the fact that after the Menlo Park
facility received numerous fire and life safety violations,
the automatic fire suppression system is still inadequate
and the home is not in compliance with existing codes
This is an abomination and must be given serious con-
cern Our veterans organizations are constantly press-
ing for action in this regard

From fi practical financial point of view, the state
must tako advantage of potential federal funding of over
$27 million by restoring the $13 7 million to the Menlo Park
Veterans' Homo budget. It would bo advantageous for
us to seize this opportunity while it still exists

Hopefully, wo can now rocogni/e our duty as out-
lined by state law and act with honor as we give our
veterans their just due and support full funding for the
capital construction project and restore the $13 7 million
for the Mento Park Home
