Understanding Social
Security Financing

f-'irsi in a series

Many people are worried ih.it they ire not going to
receive the henehts Irom the fund ihat they have paid intc
over ihc years. The Social Security Aiimiiustraiion, in order
to dispel any rumors, and given to the rejK'iition of questions
they answer ever\ day. ha\e prepared the following list ot
IrcqiH-ntly asked questions and their answers.
Q. I unr t r r s tand that the recent Social Secur i t )
trustees report stated that Social Security is running
ou1 of m o n o . Is this true?

A. Hie trustees review the income and outgo of the trust funds
over the next 75 years to determine if they are sufficiently
financed to pay benefits during that jvnod. In the past, the
Congress has always made the necessary changes to insure
that the program remains solvent. The latest trustees report
shows that Social Security will be able to pay retirement
benerits for ihc next 35 years wiihouf a/iy changes in ihc law.
Tins gives congress ample time to lake the necessary actions.
y . Some people say it seems like the Social Security
program is always in "crisis". Why is this?
A. The basic law enacted in 1^35 has been amended many
tunes, reflecting the need tor new income expansion. To view
such changes in a crisis light is misleading. It is accurate to view
the changes as ihc kind of course corrections a ship makes on
us |ourney to sate harbor. The "winds and tides" that affect
Social Security include numerous economic and demographic
factors, including birth rates, death rates, marriage and divorce
rates, migration rates, etc. As these factors change the trustees
must change their assumptions about the program's future
solvency. Again, the important thing is that the tmstees review
provides sufficient early warning to permit the Congress ir
make the necessary changes.

Q. Since the Social Security ta*es paid today are
used to pay benefits today, what is the role of the
trust funds?

A. All the financial operations ot the Social Security program

are handled through ihc trust funds. The trust funds serve as

an accounting mechanism that keeps track ol' Social Security

taxes and expenditures and assure that a reserve is on hand

to pay benefits when they fall due if there is ,i shortfall m

collections for any reason. Since !l)X3. the reserves have

been allowed to build up to help pay future benefits m the next

century when the baby hi miners retire.
