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Livé Ammo Found
Across From School

An artillery shell measuring over 9-inches in diamn-
eter, was found earlicr this month across from Dwight D.
Eisenhower School on Emston Road. The shell was from
the 1918 exploston that ripped through the T.A. Gillespie
planuMorgan Depot at that time. The shell's payload was
30 pounds of amatol.

The U.S. Army Corps of Engincers are searching a
3,100 acre area where the Morgan Depot was located.
Emston Road, between Route 9 and 35 has been closed to
vehicular traffic between 9:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. and many
area residents have been evacuated as the search continued.

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers has hired a con-
ractor, UXB International of Virginia, tor the scarch and
they began to dig behind the school where a helicopter pad
will be built. UXB employees use special metal detectors
called magnetometers, to observe any metal “anomalies”

'that might register on the machine. Researchers have manu-

ally dug up over 100 “anomalies™ so far and no shells have
been found.

The search of the school property will last until the
end of this month. The wooded area across the sireet is where
officials believe they will find more shells as they found 48
shells fast year.

The depot was the world's largest munitions manu-
facturing facility during World War 1, and blew up in Octo-
ber, 1918. The explosions and fires lasted three days and at

Q. I'm doing a school project on Social Security. 1've
been able to access a lot of information for other projects
(rom the library's computer. Does Social Security have
any information on a computer network?
A. Yes, the Social Security Administration his recently
2stabhished Sociaf Sceurity Onling, an expanded Intemet site
at its Maryland headquarters for electronic distribution of a
vanety of Social Secunty products.
Q. Is it true that my Social Security henefits may be
reduced because I receive a government pension?
A. Yes, your benefits may be reduced. There are two rules
that may reduce your benefits, One called “government
pension offset” applics only if you receive a government
pension and are cligible for Social Security benefits as a
spouse or widow(cr). The other, sometimes called “windtall
limination provision,” affects the way your retirement or
Jisability benetits are figured of you receive a pension from
work not covered by Social Security. For more information,
