Munitions Still Being
Found Near School

The search for munitions on a 15-acre tract occupied
by the Dwighl D. Eisenhower School on Ernston Road ended
lasi week. The U.S. /\rmy Corps of Engineers unearthed

more munitions from a \91S explosion at the T.A. Gillespie/
Morgan Depot which used to assemble armaments during
World War 1.

Two artillery shells were found in the woods across
the street from the school and another approximately 500
feet from the school. The shells were defused and shipped
to Fort Dix for detonation.

Since the search began on August 8th. 935 anomolies,
or detections of metal, have been found and 427 of those
were dug up. Twelve adapter boosters, small charges be-
tween the fuse and front of the explosive used to detonate
the shell. Six fragments of explosives have been uncov-
ered on the school property. Three live shells have been
found across the street from the school on a 60-acre tract of
land. The search will continue in this area for the next month.

During the search some area residents have been
evacuated for safety's sake.

The search will have its impact when the students
and teachers return to Eisenhower Elementary School this
week. Ernston Road is open to local traffic only from Route
35 to Route 9 at 9:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. School buses will be
allowed access to the school through the checkpoints that
have already been .set up by the Sayreville Police. The search
will be interrupted when the students arc entering and leav-
ing the school.

Board Still Looking To Fill Post
The South Amboy Board of Education rescinded the

appointment of Anthony Ernchetto to special education pro-
gram director after they discovered he had not been prop-
erly appointed. He was hired as director of pupil personnel,
but the board advertised for director of special services.

He will remain as acting director of special services

until the matter is resolved.

Dear Citizens:

One of the most recent onerous burdens on local
property taxpayers in our City and or State is the cost
of State and Federally mandated programs and ser-
vices municipal governments must provide

The State and federal government pass laws re-
quiring municipal government to provide various pro-
grams without providing any money to pay for them.

The costs are then borne by local property tax-
payers.

Almost everyone recognizes that these mandates
are well intentioned and often provide important public
services

However, as the State looks to cut funding for lo-
cal property tax relief, there must be a corresponding
effort on their part to reduce the fiscal pressure on
municipalities by eliminating the requirement of towns
to pay for any new future mandates

Thankfully, there has been some movement in this
direction in the State Legislature Under consideration
in the Legislature is a constitutional amendment that
would require the State to pay for any new program it
mandates. The Assembly has approved placing this
constitutional amendment on the November General
Election Ballot. The State Senate is considering this
measure, however, the legislation is bottled up in Com-
mittee and has not been brought up for a vote

In order to hold local property taxes down, it is
essential that the State Senate approve placing the
State Mandate/State Pay Constitutional Amendment on
the November ballot

It is only through this type of legislation that mu-
nicipal governments will regain control over local spend-
ing.

I would ask you to contact your Legislators and
urge them to support the State Mandate/State Pay leg-
islation.
