crossing at Augusta Street may have to close

I want to take this opportunity to clearly point out
that these statemenis by a New Jersey Transit spokes-
person reflect only a preliminary concept, not a conclu-
sion based upon an engineering study or report

Prior to any decision by New Jersey Transit on
the construction of this platform there will be opportu-
nity for public input and comment on any plans prof-
fered by that Agency

I also want to clearly point out that I will oppose
any plan offered by New Jersey Transit that would in
any way negatively impact the public health and/or
safety of our citizens

As always, the best interests of our residents will
be my paramount concern in addressing this issue

Rugger of Mctuchcn, County War Finance Chairman, this
week.

Dateline: September 29, 1944
Mrs Constance Kcashy, chairman of the Home Ser-

vice Committee of the local Red Cross, has announced that
interruption in receipt of food parcels by American prisoners
of war in German Camps is not anticipated, according to
Basil O'Connor, chairman of the American Red Cross. The
present disruption of traffic through southern France and
Switzerland into Germany, had been foreseen by the Ameri-
can Red Cross, and alternate plans were made weeks before
the trains ceased to run Mr O'Connor said

Dateline: September 29, 1944
Walter Spri nplc. seaman second class in the U.S. Navy,

and son of Mr and Mrs Joseph Springlc of Dayton Street,
was among the casualties of the United States destroyer
WarriMgron, lost with two Coast Guard vessels during the
recent hurricane.

Seaman Springlc is one of five brothers serving in the
armed forces and was reported "missing at sea" in a telegram
received by his parents.
