Dear Citizens:

I am pleased to announce. after many months of
negotiations. the City of South Amboy has entered into
contract to purchase high quahty drinking water from
Middlesex Water Co . commencing January 1, 1995

This contract 1s a major development for our cit-
zens in several respects

First and foremaost. Middlesex Water Co. provides
high quahty dnnking water and is a postive step in the
resolution of the rusty water problems we have experi-
enced with Perth Amboy water

Secondly. the purchase pnce of Middiesex Water
Co water is nearly $1.000 00 less per million gallons of
Perth Amboy water

Middlesex Water Co will undertake the installa-
tion of the water transmission main and interconnec-
tion into the South Amboy water distnbution system at
no cost to South Amboy, saving the City $500.000 00

Last, but not least. Middlesex Water Co will sup-
ply water at a hugh pressure level and maintain water
supply reserves of such magmitude that wilt allow South
Amboy to dismantle the Conologue Avenue Water Tank
and avoid constructing a replacement water tank sav-
ing nearly $2 000,000 00

The City Council and | are pleased that our hard
work has produced an agreement with Middlesex Wa:
ter Co that positively addresses the water quality prob-
lems we have expenenced. reduces our City's water
purchase costs unproves our City's water pressure and
water supply reserve tor firefighting purposes. while
allowing us to avoid a $2 000,000 00 expense for anew
water tank facility

The City Councit and | ook forward to working
with Middlescex Water Co othicials in delivenng the qual-
ity water service our residents deserve
