Construction on a
50-acre sitc on Lower Main
Street will start next year
and 15 expected to he fin-
ished by 1997,

The plant will con-
vert office waste to pulp,
which will be blended with
other fibers and sold o pa-
per manufacturers.  The
plant will producc more
than 500 tons of the pulp
per day, or the equivalent
of 300 million trees per
year.

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Deadbeat Parents
May Lose Licenses

The New Jersey State Senate approved a bill that would
revoke, suspend or deny astate driver's license to any mom
or dad that did not pay their chald support. The hill would
also allow the suspension of professional heenses such as
those held by doctors, lawyers clectricians, comimerctal fish-
ecrmen and plumbers, LCD'S, or commercial dnvers licenses
would also be affected.

“We have an obligatuon to ensure that parents fulfill
the basic financial obligation sct forth by the court to their
children,” said Senator McGreevey. “This bill would seek
to ensure that parents provide necessary financial support,
as opposed to children bemng entirely dependent on State
and local funds for child welfare, maintenance and support,”
he said.

Should the bill be approved, licenses would be seized
from parcnts that are behind an their payments for at least
six months. The State would give advance notice o the
parcnts and allow them a month to make the paviments be-
fore taking the licenses away.

The tegislation, sponsorcd by Senators Richard Codey
(D-Esscx), James McGreevey (D-Middlescx) and Wynona
M. Lipman (D-Essex) passed on the Senate floor by a 32-1
vole and now heads to the Assembly for their consideration.

“Harsh medicine is often the most effective,” said
Codey. "If that's what is needed to induce payments, let's do
i

The licenses will be restored to the ottenders once they
becomne current or have established a regular payment sched-
vle for a twelve month schedule. “This legislation ensures
that parents are held accountable, and that the Siate’s tax-
payers do not urifairly shouider the burden for parental irre-
sponsibitity,” said McGreevey.
