Landfill Cleanup Suit
Filed By Sayreville

The Borough of Sayreville filed a lawsuit in U.S. Dis-
trict Court against 22 property owners, corporations and
agencies to cover the costs of cleaning up the Sayreville
Landfill 111 Superfund site located off Jernee Mill Road.

Among those listed as defendants in the suit were the
Middlesex County Utilities Authority. U.S. Department of
Defense, Union Carbide Corp. ol Danbury, Conn., GAP
Corp.ol Wayne and Chevron Chemical Co. Some of the
companies listed in the action are now defunct. Those named
in the iiclion were said to "include alleged generators of
hazardous substances brought to the site, alleged transport-
ers..., past and present owners and operators ...of and near
the site."

The borough was joined in the legal action with Her-
cules, Inc., Rhone-Poulenc, Inc., Ruetgers-Nea.se Corp. and
Mobil Oil Co.

There has been no price lag currently placed on the
cleanup although, in 14X3 il was projected to cost $16.5
million. Die borough and the other plaintiffs are asking
lor complete recovery of costs associated with the cleanup.

It was originally recommended to remove contami-
nated barrels and drums located on a 35 acre area off Jernee
Mill Road.

Hazardous material dumping was said to have taken
place between 1974 and ll>77 at the site before it was closed.
The borough leased Ihe landfill from Quigley Corp. between
1971 and 1977.

The major danger of ihe landfill is (tie contamination
and ihe proximity to the South River ;md Alluvial/Cape May
and Farringlon Sands aquilers.

Sayreville has sued several of its insurance compa-
nies to cover the costs of hazardous material cleanup.
Through these settlements with its carriers, (lie borough has
recovered $1.5 million.

Neilsen Lewis is representing the borough in the liti-
gation.

Commuter Parking Banned

South Ainboy is looking to gain $3(X),(KK) by selling
their rights to the Old Bridge Sands and Fiurington Sands
aquifers. Bach municipality along the bay is permitted to
pump water for drinking and cleaning from the aquifer. The
aquifer serve communities along the Rarilan Bay. When
one municipality no longer needs or wants water from that
source, the New Jersey Department of Environmental Pro-
tection and Rnergy allows another municipality to purchase-
those rights.

Authority would pay a one tune chaige of $300,(XK) to South
