Borough To Hire
Four New Cops

Caught 10 2 budgetary bind. the Savreville Bor-
ough Council hinve elected we hie only four new po-
lice officers 1o the toree. The council originally
wanted to hire six o aight more. 1t wias hoped that
money from the tederal government i the torm of
the Cops Fast Grant would meet the borough's needs.

However, according to offictls. the borough
would have to hire and bring the torce up to the nor-
mal working level before the federal money would
come into play. In other words, the federal money i
for “extra™ assignments.

Borough administrators arc hoping to get a
waiver on this clause for they could not afford Lo hire
the officers 10 bring the police force back to the origi-
nal level.

Starting salary tor the new officers is $31,512
along with the benefit package. The entire starting
package would cost approximately $50.000 annually.

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Tax Changes for 1996

Tax law changes could affect the bottom line of vour 1996
income tax return. Here are some chunges vou should know
about.

Each year, there are changes to the tax rules, some due
10 new laws, some 10 changes provided for in previous laws.,
The following we some of the more common changes that
could atfect most people’s income tax returns,

Individual Changes

Personal exemptions are worth $2,550 for 1996,

For people who do not itemize their deductions, the
standard deduction has increased. The new amounts are $4,000
for single people who cannot be claimed as another person’s
dependent; $5,900 for heads of houscholds: and $6,700 tor
married people filing jointly or qualifying widowt(er)s. People
who are at least 65 years old or blind get an extra amount added
10 their standard deduction. The standard deduction is limited
to the larger of 3650 or carned income for people who can be
claimed as dependents by another, and to $3,350 tor married
persons filing separately.

The earned income tax credit (EITC) will increase in
1996 for working people who qualify. The amount 4 person can
earn and still be eligible for the credit increases, too.

Another change to the EITC relates to people with
investment income, such as inerest, dividends, rents and
royalties. No onc who has more than $2,350 in investment
income imay ¢luim the EITC.

And tindly, the EITC will be denied o any individuad
who is not authorized 10 work in the U.S, In order to claim the
credit, the waxpayer tand spouse, il married) must have a valid
Social Security number.

A vald tovpayer dentitication number will he
required for cach dependent or qualilying child as a condition
for claiming a dependency deduction or a dependent care credit
for the child.

Other changes atfectung (his year or future tax years
will affect pumtive damages receved tor personal injury or
sickness, qualitied st tition programs, individual retirement
accaunt (IRA) contributions for spouses who do not work, «
nonrefundable credit tor centain adoption expenses, and
medical savings sccounts,

Protect Your Pipes
This Winter

Freezing cold temperatures and pipe breaks go hand
inhand. The reason -- cold weather causes waler Lo freese and
expand causing pipes to crack or rupture. Middlesex Water
Company ofters the following suggestions on how o protedt
your pipes from freezing as temperatures dip:

-Insulate pipes that are most suseeptible to freezing -- those
nedr exterior walls, under sinks, i attics, basements, craw!
spaces and garages. I commercial pipe insulatton s not
avdilable, use clean rags or blankets.

-Open cabinet doors under sink areas to allow warmer air 1.
travel around exposed pipe arcas.

-Reduce the chances of pipes (reezing by leaving o taucct
dripping at the fixture Farthest from the main water inlet. This
Allows the warimer water coning in from underground o move
within pipes making it more ditticult for them o frecze,
-Repair cracks and broken window panes i the basement.
This will not only keep your pipes from freezing but help
insulate your home or residence.

I no water comes out ol it tap once you've turned n
on, the water in your pipes may have frozen. If you suspect o
specitic length of pipe is frozen, you may begin the defrosting
process by thawing the pipe gently with a blow dryer or
wrapping the pipe repeatedly with a cloth soiked i hot water.
Do not use a torch or vpen flane 1o detrost pipes. Remember
to keep a faucet open near the frozen pipe so it can drain s it
thaws, Be sure everyone i your household knows where youn
matn shutoft valve 1s located just i case a water line does
burst,
