After a board vote ol five to lour. South Amboy
Board of Education attorney Clark Convery resigned
Ins post. The board elected noi to pay legal fees in-
curred when Superintendent of Schools, Robert
Dicker, was charged with assault but would up with a
lesser charge of harassment in August.

There was a heated disputed at the board meet-
ing as the board had conflicting opinions over the
state law that requires the board to pay for the de-
fense because he is a board employee. Dicker was rep-
resented by Bergen County attorney Paul E.
Brickfield.

Dicker was originally found guilty of the harass-
ment charge in Municipal Court but the charge was
recently overturned by the stale appeals court.

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Age Has Its Tax Benefits Burn Awareness Week
There are benefits lo getting older, at least when it

comes to taxes. Some tax benefit necoine available starting at
age 55.

A onee-in-a-lifetime lax break is available lo people
age 55 or older. Those who are selling their personal residence
may qualify for the exclusion of up to SI 25,000 of gain on the
home sale. Certain use and ownership restrictions apply, and
there are special rules for persons with disabilities and for
widows or widowers.

People age 60 or older can get help with their tax
returns from Tax Counseling for the Elderly (TCE). Through
TCE, volunteers from many organizations provide free tax
information and guidance. Local IRS offices have infonnation
on TCE locations.

Seniors age 65 or older may not have to file a tax
return if their income is less than a certain amount. For 1996,
thai amount for single seniors is $7,550. The limit for a married
couple filing a joint return is $12,600 if only one spouse is a
senior, and $13,400 if both are seniors.

Those who don't itemize deductions get a higher
standard deduction than people under 65. And those who are
blind get an extra added amount.

Seniors or people with disabilities may qualify for the
credit for the elderly or the disabled. This credit is based on
age, income and filing status, and can reduce the amount of
taxes owed. Those under 65 could be eligible if they retire with
total and permanent disability and have income from their
employer because of that disability.

The IRS considers persons to be age 65 on the day
before their 65th birthday. So to the IRS, those whe turn 65 on
January 1, 1997, are age 65 on December 31. 1996.
