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McGreevey Calls For Elected
insurance Commissioner

Saying that a fundamental change in government is
needed to give consumers an aJtie volce In Insurance
policy. top gubematonal .andidate him NoeGreevey on
Wednesday proposed wiving the soters the power to elect
the state’s insurance comimissionet.

"There 1~ ~omething wrone on the roads of New
Jersey when motonsts are pisinge the highest insurance rates
in the countn and there s ~omething wrong 1n the
Statehouse when the Whitman Administraton allows the
industry to double 1ts profits” stated automobile insurance
by establishing an elected tnsurance commussioner. It s
time we have a commissioner who 15 accountable to the
people.”

McGreevey said the state should allow the voters
to select an insurance commuissioner rather than have the
governor control the appointment. It the state’s top
insurance regulator 15 accountable to the public. a fairer
balance between industry profits and insurance rates will be
maintatned.

"Motorists in New Jersey have been plagued with
exorbitant insurance rates for the better pant ot 20 years”
exclamed McGreevey. "Dunng the past three years. the
record of mistakes has grown worse throuch the neglect of
the Whitman Administration. It 15 time that consumers have
someone on therr side when insurance regulations are put In
place.”

McGreevey noted that the multiple rate increases
granted by the Whitman Administration were obviously
linked to the escalation 1n rates. New Jersey motonsts now
pay an average of $1.064 per dmver. which 1s 30 percent
higher than the nauonal average. The Whitman
Administration granted so-called flex rates totaling SI
billion in addition to 11 discretionan, increases to individual
companies.

The Whitman Administraton has fined only one
auto insurer for violating state law .

"The Whitman Administration has paved the way
for the insurance industry to operate without restraint.”
exclaimed McGreevey. "Most people respect the abihity of
companues t0 make a reasonable profit tor fur coverage.
But consumers have been lert upprotected  against
unreasonable profiteenng by the industny because no one
has stood up on their behalt "

Under MGreevey » proposal,  the  insurance
commissioner would he elected 10 3 four-vear tenm and
would be hmited 1o twa termis i ottice. MeGreevey would
bar the in:urance industn and ats employees from making
campaiyn contnnbutions 1o cavdidates for the ottice.

A post-empioymient restrivion would  bar the
commissioner from takng o positon in the industry for o
years after leaviny ofhice.

"The commissioner will be 4 consumer advocate
with the responsibility of mantauning the affordability and
availability of automobile nsurance.” said McGreevey,
"The cozy relanonship between the industny and the
regulators may keep the revolving door of special interests
