I know aJl of \\HI ;trc anxious to SJCI your inonev
back as soon as possible. Because that's an important
concern to us, loo, the Division has made a significant
investment in statc-ol -the-art technological unprovemenLs
designed to process returns more efficiently and get the
refund checks to your more quickly.

In order to give you a better understanding of the
magnitude of the state income, tax return processing process,
and give you a better understanding of how we've improved
over ihc past lew years. I'd like to tell you what happens to
your return alter you drop it in die mailbox.

I know that if you're focused on waiting for your
refund, it may seem like it just [alls into a black hole, never
to be heard from again, It doesn't.

We receive and process approximately four million
NJ1040 tax returns each year. Almost two million of those
arrive in April alone. We also issue about 2,3 million
refunds.

Our mail gets picked up at the post office every
morning and is delivered to our processing facility in large
cloth mail hampers. During the early days of the lax sctson
we receive an average of ahoui 30.000 NJ1040 returns a day.
As April 15 draws closer, thai number increases; by April

12, the daily count is over 200.000.

The mail is sorted based on u bother you're sending
us a check or applying tor a refund, the envelopes are sin
open by machine and the contents arc extracted.

Then one of our worker-, screen^ your return.
checking to make sure (hat you've signed n. that all the
appropriate spaces have something in them, thai you've
enclosed your W-2 and. olher needed tonns and schedules.
that the correct figures from the \V-2\ haw been entered and
that you haven't stapled or taped anything to your return.
Any error that is discovered is corrected ;uid all staples and
paper clips, if any. are reim i\ed.

The scanners are the centerpiece of our new system
and s;ne a tremendous amount \4 tune. Until |Ust last year,
data emr\ operators had i.> ke> the iiilonnation from evcr>
return mio the system. With our new system, returns are
processed between two and four times us \m a* the old
method dependinL1 upon ilie type of return (hand wntten or
computer generated;.

Once your return is .scanned ;uid ventied. die data
is transmitted back to our mamlrame. It's tiicrc mat the
computer checks and rechecks your return. m;iking sure that
your math is correct, and that the information you've
included is complete and consistent with your past filings. A
computer image oi your return is sa\ed onto laser disc.
allowing the division to eventually destroy the paper coy.
thus saving warehouse and handling costs.

It also looks, for anomalies under certain conditions:
For example, if you've asked us for a S29 refund, but the
