Improved Water Pressure

Rilhf comes to ana twsidanta

South Amboy residents on the 100 block of Au-
gusta, David and Henry Streets, having complained in
the pasi of poor uaier pressure, tan breathe a sigh of
relief. The City Council passed a provision that will
make $85,000 available as an emergency appropriation
to tap into the new water lines that have been constructed
for the city's new waterfront development plan. The plan
calls for increasing the si/e of the water main that will
running under the new road from ei^ht to 12-inches.

The residents ot these neighborhood now eel their
water from a main that runs under the New Jersey Tran-
sit railroad tracks. This past Januarv this main broke
under the stress of the pasMiu1 trains and cause a break
of service to about 30 Augusta Street households. The
estimated cost of this repair was i 150.000.

The city plans to iiei compensated for their outlay
to redirect the lines from the developers at the water-
front who tap into the city's water supply.

Whether il is a call to respond to a mini-emergency,
transports, deliveries of babies or disasters, the squad is
professional)) trained and renders the best first aid care in
all circumstances.

This month the South Amboy First Aid and Safety
Squad is delivering fund raising letters to ail homes in the
city. Noting that there are many demands for the resident*
generosity, the squad is asking for help to maintain the vi-
tal services it performs in the South Amboy community.
