Mikulak's proposal would exempt women who make
an atiempt to ensure the safety of their babies.

“A women who leaves her baby on the steps of a
church, or it a hospieal, or at a police station should not be
placed in the same moral plane as a woman who leaves her
baby 1o dic 1n an alley.” said Mikulak. “Society should show
COmpassion to women who are too poor of too confused or
too scared to take on the responsibilities of parenthood. But
it should not tolerate women who, in the ultimate act of
weltishiness, kill thair babies or discard them like they are
common trash.”

DEP Begins Capping
of Global Landfill

Under the New Jerseyv statec Department of Environ-
mental Protcction (DEP) supervision, responsible parties
have begun the first phise of capping the Glohal Landfill
Superfund sne in Old Bridge.

“The start of this capping 15 a significant milestone
which includes placing 25,000 cubic yards of ciean soil on
top of the landfill,” said DEP Commissioner Bob Shinn.
“This will enhance seutling of the wasle fill and provide
data for tinalizing design of the cap and a treatment system
for gas and leachate. The clean sol will also eliminate
ponding of the surface water and improve drainage.”

After the soil placement, which s expected 10 Ligke
approxunately two months, techmcrans will gather dat and
finish designs for the cap. DEP cxpects hat the final stage
of construction, the mstallation of a syatheuc liner and land-
fill gas and leachate collecuon and treatment systems, will
begin 10 the spring of 199X,

Global Landhll. located oft Route Y, totals 5¥ acres
and 15 surrounded by wetlands and residenual areas.
