First in a series

Just about crervane local readert knows the area is
sk stors daung back 1o the Revolutionary War,
Perhaps the most famous ancestry ot this locality s the
Morvan tammlv. A section of Sayreville 1 named after the
framils and a graveyard exists there at Morgan Manor.
First generation in America

The Morgan's date back September 14, 1644 when
C harles Morgan, from Newpon, Monmnouth County, Wales
sos e vadel i the service of the West [ndia Company. He
hies ne hrthdate but died at Gravesend, Long [sland in 1671,
He marned twace and had seven ¢hldren.
Secand generation in America

Charles Morgan, a second gencration ancestor and
nrethom o the tirst Charles, was born mast likely in 1630
atd probahly in New Amnsterdam where the furst Charles
Lad heed for g bme. The second Charles lived in Queens
Counts NY then moved to Homestead at “Morgans™ on the
New York and Long Branch Road. He died about 1719 and
Fote st chinldren, the eldest also being a Charles,

Third generation in America
The third Charles was born in Flushing, Queens

County betore 16X3 and resided and died at Homestead in
17500 His will menaons five sons and three daughters. He
wias ametnber of the Provinial Assembly for Middlesex
County i 1713,

Fourth generation in America

James Morgan, the fourth eldest son of the aforemen-
noned. resided at “Morgans™ on Cheesequake Creek. He
was bom 1734 and died February 16, 1784 at age fifty ac-
cording to his tombstone at “Morgans™. His wife, Marga-
ret. died June 8. 1817, aged ninetyv-a1x years according to
her "Morgans™ tombstone. James was an Ensign. then Cap-
tain in the Second Regimem, Middlesex County and also a
Capuain in the State Troops. His will dated February 14,
1784 mentions his eldest son as “Jamy™. 4 son Charles and
five daughters. Abigail, wife of Joseph Rae: Susannah, wife
of John Disbrow; Margaret Morgan; Mary Morgan: Sarah
Morgan; and wife, Margaret. A son Nicholas was serving
as a sentry during the War of the Revoluton and was shot
bv the Torries, He was unmarried. :

Sarah Morgan. voungest daughter of Charles and sis-
ter of James, mamed Squire Boone and became mother of
the famous Daniel Morgan Boone of Kentucky.

Daniel Morgan. hero of the Batte of Cowpens in the
Revolutionary War was probably a son of Charles although
he may have been a descendent of Thomas or James Mor-
gan (sons of the second Charles). History savs Daniel Mor-
gan came out of Hunterdon County and lax records show
that Charles had property there. Daniel was bormn about
1736 and was the brother of Captain James Morgan. Daniel
dicd and is buned in Winchester. Virginia and was marmed
o Abigasl Bailev with whom he had a daughter who mar-
ricd Major Revell.

Fifth generation in America

Sarah Morgan, daughter of Captn James Morgan,

was bom 1772, married Jacoh Van Wickle. and died Sep-
