James Morgan. Captain was the father of Major Gen-
eral James Morgan, Jr. and Lieutenant Nicholas Morgan.
whu was ~hot to death December, 17%2. He was also the
uncle of General Damiel Morgan, who also served in the
Resolutionary War.

He was a Captain in Colonel James Wilson's Second
Reyiment in Middlesex County of the New Jersey Mihua
prior to September 1. 1776. He commanded bis company
i Bergen County, in Newark and at Elizabethtown from
Septemmber 21 through October 17, 1776, He then com-
manded his company at Cranbury from February 1, through
March 21777, He duected the capture of the British Brig-
anune Wilum & Anne on the coast of Long Branch during
the ~ummer of 1777 and the vessel was taken a prize. He
then vommanded hiy company at Cheesequake and South
Amboy Sepiember ¥ to December 7. 1777 and through ¢
October. 1775, Hiscompany served as guard at South Amboy
thereafier. The Council reconunendcd he command a guard
w1 30 men on December 23,1779 4 roll which he served for
the next two years,
