Settlement Between City
and Perth Amboy Seen

Two settlements looked at
The Sninh Xinhua ( n . Council has approved

hniking further into two Ncitlcmcnts in its lour year
battle over water with Perth Amboy. The first plan
would allow the city to suspend the 20-year contract
(hey signed with Perth Amboy originally. This would
enable Perth Amboy lo complete renovations to its
Runyon Water Treatment Plant set for 1998. The three
year suspension would then be put on the back end of
the contract thus, expiring in 2011 rather than the
original 2008.

This plan would allow South Amboy to install a
turbidity meter to detect dirty water and allow the city
top halt the distribution of that water. The system
would also suspend payment of that dirty water.

The second option being viewed is the contract
buyout over a six year period. South Amboy was pay-
ing Perth Amboy $450,000 for 600,000 gallons of
water daily. These figures are being reviewed by
South Am boy.
