Recent Changes in Credit
Reporting Affect All

Whether you're ;i consumer, employer, insurer or
other businevspersoii, you're affected by recent changes
to the Fair Credit Reporting Act (FCRA). The amend-
ments, which became- effective September 30, 1997, arc
enforced by (he Federal Trade Commission (FTC).

Companies thai gather and sell information about
consumers - where they work and live, how they pay
their hi IK. and wheiher they've been sued, arrested, or
liled lor bankruptcy - arc called Consumer Reporting
Agencies iCRAs). The information CRAs sell about
consumer^ to creditors, employers, insurers and other
businesses is called a consumer report.

Inlnriiiaiioii in a consumer report can affect a
person's .ihilny to LVI a job, a mortgage, a loan, a credit
card or insurance. Charges to (he FCRA benefit con-
sumers b> strengthening the accuracy and privacy pro-
visions. At the same time, businesses have new respon-
sibilities ulien providing information to - and accessing
data from CRAs.

Mere's what's new:
• Information providers, as well as CRAs, must now
correct inaccurate or incomplete information in a
consumer's report.
• Employers inusi get a consumer's written authorization
before getting a copy of their credit report.
• To get a copy of a consumer's report that contains
medical information, the consumer's approval is now
required.
• Consumers can slop CRAs from including their name
and address on prescreened lisls of unsolicited credit and
insurance offers.
• Consumers are entitled in a tree cop\ of their report it
they can pro\e thai (he> re unemployed and plan to look
for a job within Ml days, that they're on welfare, or that
their report is inaccurate due to fraud. Otherwise aCRA
may charge consumers SX lor a copy of their report.
• Consumers have a right to know what is in their report
• and who has requested a copy within the past year - or
in the past iwo years if their report was requesied for a
job application or promotion, or employment purposes.
