Age change for next year
The South Amboy Board ol Hdiicauoii. at its Oc-

tober 27, 1997 meeting, wied to amend Us school Ad-
missions Policy to reflect a chanac in the Pre-Ktndcr-
garten admission age. The amendment requires that
a child attain the age of four (4) on or prior to Sep-
tember 1st of the year of registration. The policy wil!
he amended next year for the kindergarten age require-
ments m order to reconcile the Pre-K and Kindergar-
ten registrations.

The Board acted favorably upon the recommen-
dation of the District's Educational Council to revise
the admission date. The Council relied upon the vasi
.inu'iini of research indicating ihe importance of i
