Borough Homeowners
Hit With Another Tax Increase

A proposed budget that is s 1.0lo. 414 higher than
the previous one, would increase the taxes of Sayreville prop-
erty owners. The proposal w ould add $94.50 a year in taxes
to a home assessed at S135.000. the average in the borough.

The main reason given for the increase is the retire-
ment of debt service: SI .7 million to build a new First Aid
Squad building; $2 million for a new police communica-
tions svsiem: and S3 to remedv Landfill III.

Glen Kurtz
from the Middlesex County JIF inspected and photographed
ihe property and put the Excess carrier on notice of the loss.

;---^casing an initial payment of $60,000 in order for the
" - u g h m pay for initial claims of equipment and supplv
purchases which are needed immediately.

The Insurance carriers have authorized the removal
of debris from the building in preparation for ihe next stage of
replacement of the facility. The Insurance representative,
recommended that the Borough immediately begin acquiring
the cost estimates for the replacement of the building.

Mr. Kurtz emphasized that the insurance coverage is
for replacement cost and not depreciated value. The Excess
Carrier has agreed to remit an advanced payment to the
Borough.

South Amboy Legal

of South Amboy will currently be represented by the
legal firm of DcCotns, Fit/patrick & Gluck of
Teaneck. This firm s specialty is environmental law
and will also be representing a number of co-defen-
dants including the municipalities of Sayreville and
Old Bridge and other businesses that dumped at tbe
old Global Landfill in Old Bridge.

The City Council approved the law firm's first
payment of $15,000 and said it will continue in the
joint arrangement only if it saves (he city money. It
has ordered City Attorney John Lanza to oversee the
representation and make recommendations as to how
the city would be best served next month.
