Bill Provides Funds
For Transportation Hub

Project will benelit city and region

The Cirsor s Amibey has mieved astep closer
beconung the siie of ai snovalive transportation center that
would 1mprove citaeney for commuoters and reliese
congestion on local roads, Rep. Frank Pallone, Jr.. D-NJ. and
South Amboy Mayor. John 1. O'Leary announced today .

The Comunittee on Transportation and Infrasiruciure
of the House of Representatives yesterday approved S16
million for the South Amboy Regional Inernodd
Transportation Initiative under the  Internodal  Surtace
Transportation Efficiency Act (ISTEA).

The projgct would provide New Jerseys onn
combined rail. bus, ferry, auto and pedestrian hub. The
Congressman and the Mayor have worked together 1o secure
federal support for the project.

Pallone and O'Leary said the project would have a
significant positive impact on the overall ransportation 1low
in the region, and provide an essenual link o the
redevelopment of more than 480 acres of under-uulized
industrial waterfront property. The project has the strong
support of Middlcsex County and the State of New Jersey.
T TTe mvestment of pablic funds in this project will
pay huge dividends in terms of private investment capital from
economic development along the watertront area.” Pallone
said. "It is a wise investment of public funds from which the
people of Central Jersey will reap benefits for yeurs to come,

"This project is essential to the economic well-being
of the city and the entre Middlesex Coumty region.” O'Leary
said. Tt will provide the necessary improvements and
additions to bring  South  Amboys  already  existing
transportation hub mnto the next mullenmum as well as provide
the impetus tor sertous private vestment in the City's
northern. central and southern watertront areas,” The Mayor
continued, " This project's key thygredient s iiermodality” -
it addresses mass transit assues tacing the aity and county: it
addresses tfederal Clean Aw Act mandates of moving vehicular
raffic oft our rouds -- 118 a4 “homerua” project.”

Patlone and OF cary explamned that South Amboy's
plan to create o central transter pomnt consists of three mam
projects.

The first portion of the project mvalves providing
access  from county and  stte highwavs o 4 new
transportation center along South Ambov s warertront, This
access project is slated to be the matn sehicle for routing
traffic off of local residennal strects an onto o bigger artery
specitically designed 10 connect northern and - southern
transportation routes with rail. bus, ferry and parking tacilities,

The second piece of the plan proposes to improve the
mass transportation taciliies along the watertront,  South
Amboy is currently the third busiest conunuter station along
New Jersey Tramst's North Jersey Coust Line. with 4 total rail,
bus and ferry nidership projected 1o exceed some 2,000

Disch Construction of Summit apphied to the New
Jersey Department of Environmental protection in the Fall
to placed dredge matenals trom the harbors surrounding
New York and New Jersey and deposit it in the back of three
Savrevilie houstng developments, on the Raritan River, He
was demed the necessary permits.

(Check you White Pages directon for amap ol your segional
calling arca.i These calls are hsted separatels trom local
calls and are generally memized on vour bl They tvpically
are billed at a per imimute rate tdepending upon the me of
day and distance . and are usaialhy more expensive tan local
calls.

o Long divtance (ol vervice covers calls that trivel ootside
vour regeonal calling arca. You ded 717 + arca code + 7-
