Lead poisoning is one of ihc mosi common

environmental health problems facing children today and can

result in many behavioral difficulties in later life. Despite this

serious reality, most people are unaware of the risks and are

thus ill-equipped io handle the consequences, said

WiMuewski. This legislation will penalize those states that

Jo nm !;ike ihis issue seriously." '

In New Jersey, the law requires that every physician,

nurse practitioner and health care facility screen all children

under six years of age who come to them for care but there is

no requirement that children be screened before they go R>

school or day care. Low income children are least likely io be

screened for lead poisoning even though they are at the

greatest risk.

"The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention

estimates that, nationally, 534,000 Medicaid children, and

356,000 non-Medicaid children aged one to five have elevated

blood levels,' said Wisniewski. "The Lead Poisoning

Protection Act of 1998 will provide a "safety net' to ensure

that low-income children receive Mood screening and the

appropriate follow-up care that they deserve.
