Over 125 eleventh and twelfth grade students from
South Amboy High School received a “hife lesson™ as
they participated in an innovative program called the
“Game of Life,” cosponsored by the South Amboy School
District and Memonal Medical Center at South Amboy,

Students were given cards with different hfe
problems stated on them as they entered the auditorium
with. One boy lcarned that s girlfriend had just found
out she was pregnant and they had to solve the 1ssue of
what o do with the child.

“Parucipants were given index cards with speaitic
seenanos,” explaned My Michelle Merola. South Amboy
High School Guidence counsetor and coordmator of the
program. “These scenanos teach ditlerent hife Jessons -
whether they be "You would like to buy i car. bul need 1o
find out about financng and wsusance costs irst” or “You
just found outl vou were pregnint and don't know where
o go Jor support services”  cach experience teaches the
student how 1o navigate the community services that are
oul there 1 help them.”

The students were piven two hours to seek assistance
w resolve or deal with thas respective scenasio by
networking through vanous community organtzations that
were on-hand especially for the program. Each of the 30

communily organizations participated in the event by role
playing with students as if their particular scenario was
real, and then by offering suggestions as to how the
scenano might best be solved in the future. should it arise.
:Problems such as mental health, AIDS. drugs and alcohol
abuse were addressed by social service and community
members sitting at booths in the cafeteria.

A few of the community organizanons  that
parucipated included the Middlesex County  Health
Department.  Hercules and the South Ambov  Police
Department.
