The Dowdell Library ot South Aniboy announced
today that it has upgraded its computer network and has added
a new service lor the public.

The Duwdell Library ol South Amboy has added tour
new computer workstations tor use byihe public. The new
computers all have Intel Pentium II 35()Mh/. w/MMX
processors. 64MB of RAM and 6.4 GB hard drives. All of the
computers can access all of the Library's computerized
resources, which include three computerized multi-media
encyclopedias, full text maga/ine articles from more than
1000 different magazines, the library's computerized card
calatog, and ihe Internet via a direct hifth speed connection.

"word processing is me ol the services library risers h.iv_-
asked for. since we moved lo the new iinr^y. Both the
Library Board and 1 are very pleased th.it we can now make

this service available." said Philip Israel, Library Director.

The computers were paid lor using funds from the
New Jersey Technology Bond Fund, which was administered
by the New Jersey Stale Library, Israel went on io say "the
people of South Amboy are very fortunate, the New Jersey
State Library has funded more than SK).(KK) in computer
grants over the past three years, which has enabled the
Dowdell Lihntry to offer the type of electronic resources we
now have."

Installation of the computers is being funded by the
Friends of the Dowdell Library Inc., which is the local support
organization of the library. "The Library now has four
additional state-of-the-art computers for the public to use,
completely installed to the library's network, and can now
offer word processing, all without costing the citizens of South
Amboy one dime. The Library Board and I are grateful to
both the State of New Jersey and to the Friends of the DowUell
Library for making this possible." Israel said. The new
computers bring the total of public workstations available to
twelve.

The IRS sends a special instruction booklet to
those people who may be able to use TelcFile. With this
booklet and a Touch-Tone phone, people can file their
returns at any lime. 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. "Only
those who receive the booklet can use TeleFile," said
Barr. "Therefore, it's important that people keep the
booklet in a safe place until they are ready to file."

"Besides the benefits of quick, convenient filing,
TelcFile users will get their refunds in half the time than
if they filed a paper return -- even faster if individuals
choose to have their refunds deposited directly into their
bank accounts," Barr added.

• The TeleFile idea is expanding. Several states
also offer their own TeleFile program that lets residents
file their state returns by phone. "This year, the IRS is
testing a joint TeleFile option with two states, Kentucky
and Indiana," Barr noted.
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
