college course, three or four credits they can bring with them
to any number of colleges when they enrol! a few years Irom
now, and the satisfaction that they alone have made the choice
to go to school |ust for the pleasure of learning.

' Students, and not their parents, must he motivated
to enter Gateway emphasizes Joseph Gtrdone. a teacher m
Metuchen High School and adjunct instructor at the College
who has headed this summer program since its inception. He
notes that he will net accept a student it it appears that the
child is being forced into i1.. "Classy are taught by the
College's full-time faculty who do not have the time to work
with students not tulK cummitted lo the program." he said.

This ye;ir the students, all of who scored in the top
97th percentile of standardized achievement tests and obtained
outstanding recommendations from their guidance counselors,
will be studying Modern British ;tiul American Poetry,
Creative Wiring 1. Introductory Psychology or Introduction to
Computer Science iwng C++. They will attend classes tour
morning a week, from July o through July 2*->. and complete a
semesters worth or work, including extensive reading and
writing assignments. Hie only difference from the regular
Middlesex County College program during the year is that
these students will be in classes with boys mid girls their own
age and will go on a day-trip, usually to one of the high-tech
companies that help underwrite the program.

"Gateway was developed to reach the gifted and
talented students who ire not among those traditionally served
by Middlesex, Cardone staled. "These arc not the students
we are going to be getting here in volume when they graduate,
yet they are an important segment of the community that can
benefit from what the county college has to offer.'
