"This is
a caJl to arms to protect a fish species that is under siege
by commercial fishing interests*

While menhaden are not in any danger of becoming
extinct, over tish'ing by commercial skimming boats have
caused the tiny feeder fish to be in increasingly short
supply in Ranmn Bay. Because of the decreased supply,
larger gamefish such as 'stnpers" are migrating out of the
bay to where slocks of feeder fish are more abundant.
