to avoid rip-ofts. Some phrases to waich (or listen) for are
“The scholarship is guaranteed, or your money back.” Or,
just need o get your credit card number (o get the process
started.” “Free money should be tree. And, "We'll do all the
work.” No one can apply for scholarships for you. What these
services do s charge you 1or a list of scholarships you could
have gotten from your local library, your school or the Internet
for free.l Chances are they did!

{t you run into ane of these scams, call the FTC at 1-
202-FTC-HELP. They cannot resolve individual complaints,
but they can take action it a patiern begins to develop.

You may also want to contact specific colleges, in
case they have an opportunity you did not find elsewhere in
your search.

Probably the two most important things about
applying for scholarships are these:

1. Begin applying early, and

2. Don't overlook small or the less well known
scholarships.
