.ire moving in. and it is making congestion on our roads
worse. We have lo be able to increase (he capacities ot our
roads and our mass transportation. I know that people love
their cars, hut if they are given incentive to get off the roads,
i! we make mass transportation convenient, reliable, and
economical, then we can eii]oy the benefits of cased
congestions and reduced pollution."

I applaud Assemblyman Wisniewski's efforts to
bring forth legislation ihat will help people to use mass
transit more often and to reduce the air pollution caused by
congestion," said South Amboy Mayor Jack O'Lcary.
"These initiatives are certainly in concert with the wishes ol
the ivople o\' South Amboy and the residents of the state ol
New Jersey."

Wisiiicwski has also introduced a btll thai would
exempt private entities who want lo advertise on bus shelters
from competitive bidding for advertising contracts under the
Local Public Contracts Law it' they agree to maintain them.
This would help to defray the cost of maintaining bus
shelters which currently is the responsibility of local
governments.

"In order to reduce congestion, everybody can
contribute," said Wisniewski. "Public-Private partnerships
can help to defray the costs ol maituamiiig a bus shelter. A
private entity could be spared the expenses of outbidding
competitors for advertising space il they maintain and repair
the bus shelters. In turn. New Jersey taxpayers would no
longer shoulder this burden.
