Wisniewski bill
passes Senate

The Senate today approved property tax saving
legislation sponsored hy Assembly Deputy Conference Leader
John S. Wisniewski.

The hill (A-32^8) would provide hoards of education
with a mechanism to lower their hudgets if an unanticipated
surplus is discovered alter a school districts spending plan has
heeti approved hy voters. The measure would effectively
enable school hoards to lower the amount of money that must
be raised through local property taxes.

1 It is simply illogical to require a district to levy more
property taxes than necessary," said Wisniewskj (D-
Middlesex). "If a revenue windfall is discovered, it should he
given hack to the people."

Wisniewski said he proposed the legislation after a
local school board under-anticipated it's surplus and, as a
result, enacted a budget that raised taxes more than necessary.
When the board tried to return ihe money to taxpayers, ii
discovered that it would be illegal.

"This is only one of many examples thai underscore
the ridiculous nature of some current laws." said Wisniewski.
"This common-sense change will ensure that property
taxpayers take precedence over arcane and indexible laws.

Currently, once the voters adopi <t school budgei. !he
board ot education must certify the tax rate at the level as
approved by the voters. Thus, if there is a larger-than-
anticipated surplus, and the voters have already adopted the
budget, the district is prohibited from returning the funds until
the ensuing fiscal year. This bill would enable school boards
to speed the return of these additional funds, resulting m
immediate property lax relief.

"New Jerseys highest-in-the-nation property taxes
are directly related to the amount we spend on our schools."
said Wisniewski. "If there is a way we can safeguard against
people overpaying property taxes, it should certainly be
implemented. I believe this measure will ensure that residents
are not paying more than needed.

The hill now goes to the Governor, who may sign it
into law, or vote its or recommend changes in ihe form of a
conditional veto.
