On FritLiy mornms.'. January 2 1 . il was Iree/ing
outside. That day. I was in Dcs Monies. Iowa,
campaigning lor Senator Bill Bradley II was cold enough
in Iowa, but the temperatures hero were a lot colder.
Thirty-two degrees I ahicnheii is officially (raving, hut
Ilie temperatures ihat ila\ when New Jersey woke up were
Mow fr\e degrees outsfde, v>nh (he wmd chill factor, il
I'ell like it was J?5 degrees. Temperatures stayed that
cold I or almost a week

Our most basic human need during such a cold period
is to keep ourselves warm, to make sure ihat our bodies
are no| exposed to such temperatures, and to make sure
our chililren stay warm and no( risk getting sick. Il is also
a uiaior need lor all ol us lo be able to afford ihe
uece.ssiije.s in hie, such as keeping warm, without
breaking our backs financially.

Why do I bring up this need to stay warm' !l is a
basic economic issue that we each lace every winter, it is
inevitable. We all must pay to heat our homes, and
normally it is pari of our lamil\ budget. Bui this winter,
we have not only had to endure the cold, but we have had
to endure shocking high increases in the costs ol home
healing oil. and many people are finding themselves
unable to afford n. I have recened man\ caiK to my
district <A\'KV from main people who are distressed by
these prices.

The heating season begins m November. Since thai
time, the price of home heating oil has risen by 41 percent
compared to a similar peitod last year. The expense of
heating our homes is one we cannoi avoid. We :ire
captne to ihe lluciu.-iiioiis ul ilie oil market. While cuis of

:is much ;is 7 percent in (•UTMVC oil a/u/ pmtluctutti may

have had some el feet on the pine ol od. I lear thai the
recent surge in home heating oil priees Ins \ery little or
nothing at all to do with die actions ol OPf.C. Instead it
has more to do with oil companies and refineries wanting
to make a buck on the backs ol local oil merchants and
consumers who have had no choice bin to pay these
exorbitant rates or Iree/e.

In 1W6, gasoline prices rose as home heating oil is
now. At that lime. I called upon Governor Whitman, the
Division of Consumer Affairs, and the Board of Public
Utilities to look into the causes of rising gasoline prices.
Shortly alter lhe BPl^ started looking into the activities of
the oil companies, the prices started going down again.

When the oil companies are being watched, their
prices seem to miraculously decline. That is why last
week I called upon Ihe Speaker of the General Assembly,
Jack Collins, to convene public hearings in order to
determine the causes of these price increases. We cannot
sit idly by and pay these rates while oil companies,
producers and refineries all point fingers at each other and
earn enormous profits.

Also, last week. I co-sponsored legislation in the
Assembly which calls upon the United States Justice
Department to investigate whether or not price-fixing is
the cause of recent skyrocketing of these prices. It would
be a shame to think that large oil companies are taking
advantage of free/ing ratepayers who have no choice in
the matter.

It is lime for the New Jersey State Legislature, the
Governor, the Board of Public Utilities, and yes, even the
Federal Government to examine the oil industry again.
We must show this industry that we will not countenance
price-gouging when people are freezing. We must hear
from fuel dealers, producers, refineries and distributors to
find the cause of tins problem and to make sure that New
Jerseyans are not, literally, left out in the cold this winter.

It seems that the legacy oi our President William
Jefferson Clinton continues to grow in infamy even as he
prepares (o leave office. Last week ihe lYesident of the
Pmted States was served with formal legal ethio
complaints alleging that he committed violations
including "lying, deceit, penury, fraud, dishonest) (amlj
tmtrusiworminess," issued by the Arkansas Suprenii
Court Committee on Professional Conduct. The
complaint stems from Clinton's iesiunon\ in ihe Paula
Jones sexual harassment lawsuit, lor which t'.S. District
Court Judge Susan Weber Wright tiled the lYesident with
contempt of couil and assessed a line of S<>O.IX)(). True h
form, (he President still refuses to accept guilt and
continues to resort lo legal mancuveis to thwart justice.

The record demonstrates bv clear anil convinciny
evidence that the President responded lo plaintiffs
questions by giving false, misleading and evasive answers
that were designed to obstruct the judicial piocess." Judue
Wright wrote in her scathing opinion After what Bill
Clmion put the country through, a SS>O.(XK> line is not
such a bad deal lor him. If he had any shame he would
pay it without so much as a whimper. Instead, in his
usual arrogant style, the President continues to resist the
inevitable, using the legal system to his full advantage.

There is every likelihood (hat he will stall, obstruct
and oppose the judgment of the Arkansas, Bar Association
lhal says he is not lit to practice law m his naiive slate. It
is ironic, lo say the least, lhal Clinion is eligible to serve
out his term as President, bui will six MI be ineligible to
practice law in Ark;insas. To date, neither the President
nor his scandal spokesman haw own (.oiniiK'ilied on the

disbarment coinplaini. White House spokesman Joe
Lockhart originally (old reporters thai he didn't know
anything about the complaint, l.aiet. when pressed on the
Administration's feeling on the matter, l.ockharl
dismissed it. "If I died to keep track of i vei >one with a
gripe. I'd be spending all of my time on it." It's hard to
dismiss this one as a vast right wmg conspiracy. It is
pretty straight forward, either the President lied under
oath or he didn't, and a Federal Judge has already said
that he did.

According to the rules of the Arkansas Bar
Association, President Clinton has thirty days from the
receipt of the complaint to respond. Past complaints have
uiken anywhere from two to six months after they are
served to possible disbarment. Tins means that Bill
Clinton could he the first U.S. President to be disbarred
from practicing law while still in office. After leaving
office, President Nixon surrendered his license to practice
law in California, avoiding any further embarrassment,
But then, Nixon also resigned the Presidency sparing the
nauon the trauma of impeachment, Bill Clinton is no
Nixon. He refuses to show even the smallest amount ol
remorse.

The real tragedy of Bill Clinton is not what he did,
but what he failed to do during his wasted second term. Il
started off under a cloud of fundraising scandals and it
will end in the ultimate disbarment of a sitting President.
With all of the job training from his first term behind him,
Clinton was in a position to do some truly great things for
the country. Instead, he will go down in history as the
only President to be impeached in the 20ai century and
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
