Bayshore Community Hospital has 12D
individuals participating in the Sate Syringe disposal Program.
To participate, individuals in the community receive ii
punciure-resisiant container supplied by BioSystems. The
syringes and lancets can be put into the container without
having to break the needles, reducing the risk 1'possible needle
sticks. The lull containers are then returned to Bayshore
Community Hospital, and the patient receives a new. sterile
container. BioSysicim pucks up the used syringes and lancets
and disposes of ihem in an environmentally responsible
manner. There is no risk, cost or investment 10 the individual
and there are no questions.
