From now on, the newspa-
pers will be delivered to sub-
scnibers by Postal Service car-
riefs every week and at select-
ed newsstands in the area.

“While readership among
daily newspapers is down,
community news readership is
growing,” Devine said. “Our
publications let advertisers
take advantage of that trend
and the untapped market
opportunities associated with
it.”

“Our goal has always been,
and it will continue to be, to
provide the most complete
news coverage and good news
about the communities we
serve,” said Devine, who cau-
tioned against comments by
opportunistic rivals.

Amboy Gazette, Devine liked
the merger less to the death of
two newspapers and more to a
wedding from which a new,
better publication 1s born.
