Enthusiastic Talker Finds Satisfaction In Listening
PARLIN—According to 65-

year-old widower, Carl Will-
iams of Parlin, he's "exper-
ienced a lot, really been
around" The retired owner of
Father & Son Machinery
Movers in Newark said growing
up on the streets of Jersey city
taught him a lot about life.

He saw gang life, rubbed
shoulders with guys in trouble
with the law, and learned about
what's really important. He
enjoys sharing his acquired
knowledge and talking to people
about life's lessons.

But the self-proclaimed ex-
trovert, and enthusiastic talker,
decided to become an expert in
listening two years ago. He
signed up for CONTACT We
Care's volunteer training class
and now offers the gift of listen-
ing to callers in need.

"I read about CONTACT We

Care's training class in active
listening and signed up," said
Williams. "1 wanted to leam lis-
tening skills because I've
always been more of a talker
than a listener. I thought I could
help people more if I learned to
listen"

Williams, who now works
part-time cleaning and detailing
cars, consistently commits four
hours a week as a telephone vol-
unteer for CONTACT, the 240-
hour suicide prevention hotline.

The father and grandfather
also volunteers at the Freeholder
Detention Center, where he
works with incarcerated teens.
"I get great fulfillment from vol-
unteering," said Williams. "I
really like talking to people. I'm
a real people person "

As a CONTACT volunteer,
Williams completed a 50-hour
training class that taught him

how to active listen and deal
with a broad range of human
needs. He doesn't solve the
callers' problems, but listens
and enables them to find their
own answers

"The training was so good, I
feel obligated to give back,"
said Williams. "I've benefited
and learned a skill and now I am
committed to giving back."

For twenty-five years, CON-
TACT We Care has recruited,
trained and supervised adult
volunteers to offer the gift of lis-
tening to callers in need. More
than 1,000 callers a month reach
out to the non-profit organiza-
tion for a compassionate, non-
judgmental listener.

"When you take your mind
off yourself and focus on oth-
ers," said Williams, ^our prob-
lems go away. It seems like a
miracle, but it happens to me

every tune.**

Lacking Health Insurance" is

erroneously claiming that the

root of this nation's health insur-

ance prohlems is mass immigra-

tion. "It is imperative that we as

a country focus on the real prob-

lem here. It is not immigrants

coming to the U.S. The prohlem

is lack of access to health insur-

ance for all low-wage workers.

This is a crisis in the Latino

community, a.s it is in other

working poor communities,"

said Marisa J. I)emeo, Regional

Counsel of the Mexican

American Legal Defense and

Educational Fund (MAU)KF).

A February 2000 report,

researched by the Com-

monwealth Fund Task Force on

the future of Health Insurance

for Working Americans and ana-

lyzed by staff o( the Columbia

University Joseph L. Mailman

School of Public Health, indi-

cates that although Latinos are

increasingly vital contributions
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to the nation's economy, they are

twice as likely to be uninsured as

the general population- nearly 40

percent of latinos under age 65

do not have insurance.

However, nine of the I) mil-

lion uninsured Latinos arc in

working families, where at least

one person is employed. The

proportion is similar to or

exceeds that of other race and

ethnic groups. Latinos, whether

horn in the U.S. or not, are unin-

sured at rates twice as high as

those for whites. Latinos, as part

of this country's working poor,

tend to lack health insurance

because their employers fail U>

offer them coverage.

Only 43 percent of Latino

adults and children are insured

through employer sponsored

coverage, which is below the

national average of 64 percent.

Why? Because latino working

families are concentrated in low-

wage jobs and small firms (jobs

many non-Latinos, native bom

citizens are unwilling to take).

These are the jobs less likely to

offer health insurance.

The cost of purchasing indi-

vidual insurance is prohibitive,

and few can afford to buy into it.

However, when offered cover-

age as part of their employment

benefits, Latinos participate at

rates similar to others.

"While some may choose to

ignore these facts, the truth is

that working Latinos are facing a

health problem of crises propor-

tions-and one that is even more

pronounced for uninsured immi-

grants/' said Antonia

Hernandez, MALDEF President

and General Counsel. "From a

health and safety standpoint, it

made no sense to strip away

access to the health insurance

safety net for many legal immi-

grants who are here in this coun-

try working legally but we do

not have access to private insur-

ance," added I Jernandcz.

For immigrants, the passage

of federal welfare reform in

19%, including the Personal

Responsibility and Work Op~

portuniry Reconciliation (PR-

WORA), signified more than

ending the entitlement to cash

assitancc. The law restricted

legal immigrants' eligibility for

a wide range of public programs,

including Temporary Assistance

for Nmty T ami lies (TANF),

food stamps, Supplemental

Security Income (SSI) and

Mcdiuml; and it gave states new

and broad authority to set social

welfare policy for immigrants.

Since the enactment of this

so-called reform, the President

and Congress have restored

some of the benefits from which

immigrants were originally

barred, but working-age adults

remain ineligible for major fed-

eral assistance programs for at

least five years. Many states now

have the power to grant various

benefits to legal immigrants in

their states-but states often fall

short of providing the safety net

needed for poor workers whose

jobs do not offer insurance, or

cannot afford it when it is

offered.
