Conteh deployed
to Grenada 1n May to join Task
Forces Midas. a group of 150
Mannes. airmen and soldiers
working around the clock to build
a school. a community center and
a pohce barracks to benefit the
people of this istand nation

The new tacilities are being
constructed in the (rrenadian cap-
ital, St Georges The barracks 1s
being erected on the Roval Gre-
nadian Police Force Special Ser-
vices compound, where the
American service members set up
camp Most of the service mem-
bers are engineers. but the contin-
gent also includes military police,
cooks. civil affairs and other
essential support personnel

Conteh, a plumbing and elec-

tncal specialist.| was assigned to
the barracks project and 15 helping
to construct a 3.400 square foot
building designed to house up to
60 Grenadian Special Services
police members The new facility.
which will include sleeping quar-
ters, staft offices and washrooms.
will mean a vast improvement In
hving conditions tor the police.
who currently inhabit temporary
shelters

will be a great help to the local
