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Assembly Panel Releases Bill
To Access Cell-Phone Usage

STATR Legislation to re-

quire state police reports to collect

data about cell phone usage dur-

ing accidents in the state has been

released from the Assembly

Transportation Committee

Over the past tew months sev-

eral municipalities in Nevs Jersey

and other states ha\e considered

banning cell-phones while dm-

mg AssembK Democratic Dep-

uty Conference Leader John S

VVisniewski urged New Jersey's

local governing bodies to forgo
the temptation to enact piecemeal
car-phone bans until the state can

amass sufficient data on whether

new-age telecommunications de-

vices are actually causing prob-

lems on New Jersey roadway*.

The bill (V2487 | would

require police to use a new motoi

vehicle accident reporting form

that includes a specially designat-

ed space to note if a cellular

phone was being used by a motor-

ist pnor to a collision Informa-

tion collected from the accident

reports would enable the slate's

Transportation Commissioner to

determine if car phones are con-

tributing to more traffic accidents

Wisniewski drafted his meas-

ure after several New Jersey mu-

nicipalities this vear began mov-

ing to adopt local ordinance ban-

ning motorists from simultane-

ously driving and talking on cellu-

lar phones

On July 13. Marlboro Town-
ship became the first New Jersey
community to enact an ordinance

restricting car phone usage while
driving A slew of other munici-
palities have since discussed or

enacted similar bans

Wisniewski. howe\er. has

urged municipalities to show re-

straint because there is little in the

wa\ o( New Jersey-specific data

to show that New Jersey is experi-

encing more accidents or injuries

due to car phones He warned that

communities are inviting a state-

imposed moratorium on cell-

phone-prohibition ordinances if

they continue to pursue restric-

tions against the devices

Wisniewski has bipartisan sup-

port for the initiative • - n also is

sponsored by Republican Assem-

blyman Christopher "k ip ' Bate-

man (R-Somerseu

Wisniewski said he under-
stands whv several New Jersey
municipalities are considering en-
acting local bans against drivers
using hand-held cellular phones in
their vehicles it has become an
emerging national trend New
York City now bars cab drivers
from using cell phones on the job
Aspen, Colorado has placed a ban
on all but hands-free phones while

driving Communities m Ohio and

Pennsylvania also have enacted

bans

Legislation proposing state-

wide bans has been introduced in

as many as 27 states including

New Jersey •- but none has been

enacted into law

Wisniewski. who uses a car

phone with a hands-free attach-
ment, does not concede that ris-
ing cell phone ownership warrants
study and analysis It's now esti-

mated that mure than X0 million

Americans now carrv cell phones

and many people ibe them while

driving

To better gauge if cell phones

and driving do not mix, Wisniew-

ski crafted his bill to require

police to notate if cell-phone

usage may have been a con-

tributing factor in an accident in a

new standardized accident report

New accident report forms would

note whether a motorist had a cell
phone or if one was installed in a
damaged vehicle

Wisniewski said providing all

information about an accident can

only benefit motoriMs. law

enforcement and insurance com-

panies Moreover, the uniform

compiling of such information

would give a clearer indication of

the potential need for restricting

cell-phone use while driving

The bill now goes to the
Speaker of the Assembly for htm
to consider posting for a floor
vote

zens who plan to apply for an
absentee ballot because of spe-
cial, extenuating circumstances
must do so by 3 p m , Monday,
Nov 6 The deadline for mail-in
applications was Tuesday, Oct
31

Prospective voters who quali-
fy for an absentee baJlot may
submit their applications in per-
son to their county clerk's office

or by using an authorized couri-
er Residents who meet the crite-
ria for an absentee ballot include
those who

* will be absent from the State
of New Jersey on Election Day

* are suffering an illness or
physical disability, including
blindness or pregnancy

* are permanently disabled
* will be observing a reli-

gious holiday

* are in attendance at a
school, college or university as a
resident on Election Day

* will be unable to vote in
person because of the nature
and/or hours of their employ-
ment

For those who will be submit-
ting their applications using an
authorized messenger, the mes-
senger must sign the application
in the presence of a county clerk

or a county clerk's official
designee The messenger must
be a family member or a regis-
tered voter in the county where
the application is made

elections officials in their home
