“In the year 2000, we continue
our efforts 10 protect our natural
resources by turning our attention
to how we protect New Jersey’s
drinking water supplies,” said
Senator Donald Dikrancesco, cit-
ing past tepislative successes such
as the 1998 Open Space Bond
Act. and “fix it first” components
of the Transportation Trust Fund
renewal. ~There are. after all, few
public health issues that are as
serious to us as a state and to all
our families as the integrity of the
state’s drinking water.”

The proposal provides an
action for ensuring clean water by
targeting potential threats 1o the
state's drinking water supplies.
An important component of this
effort is the creation of the 350
non-lapsing, Water
Quality Remediation Fund.”

The proposal would dedicate
$20 million in grants and loans to
provide for the proper closure,
remediaticn, capping and benefi-
cial reuse of orphaned municipal
Yandfills.

Grants totaling $15 million
would also be made available to
reduce non-point source pollu-
tion, including preventing ex-
cessive runoff of agricultural
wastes and pesticides. Finally,
$15 million would be made avail-
able to facilitate the connection of
homes with contaminated wells to
public water systems, or to public
sewerage systems in areas where

specific runoff is a serious source

Residential consumers
could be paying as much as $190
to $240 higher for home heating
than last winter.

income households in meeting
their home heating needs.”
LIHEAP is a tederallv funded

LIHEAP provides subsi-
dies (average of $340 per house-
hold) to help low-income fami-
lies pav for home heating costs or
heating bills associated with rent.

“Many families

Suliga. “Houscholds with in-
comes less than 175% of the pov-
erty level are eligible. bur-
thermore, houscholds with  at

least one member who receives
assistance under the lemporary
Assistance for Needy Families,
Supplemental Sccurity  Income,
Food Stamps or certain needs-
tested veteran’s benetits are also
eligible.”
